STEP 11:
PREPARE THE RECOVERY PLAN

Introduction
With the tangible results of the recovery planning process, the lead agency should prepare a recovery plan which contains all of the relevant and agreed information. The recovery plan is an important document which will be the key reference for stakeholders during the implementation of recovery activities. The following template is a suggested format to present the recovery plan, which can be adapted as necessary by the lead agency.
